 Please note that all children  must be picked-up by 2:55 

pm.  Supervisory staff member are not available after 

that time. 

 If you normally park and come inside to get your child, 

please wait at the west end of the gym near the stage.  

This keeps the east end clear for bus-riders and daycare 

personnel.  Please don’t wait in the front foyer, as this 

impedes the traffic in the halls. 

 Please do not exit your car in the afternoon pick-up loop 

to walk up and get your child unless we have the “Bad 

Weather” signs posted .  This blocks the vehicles behind 

you, and slows down the pick-up process for others.   If 

you prefer to get out of your car and walk up, please 

find a place to park in the north parking lot or along 

48th Ave.   Thanks for helping us keep the line moving! 

 On bad weather days students stay in the gym and par-

ents park on the north loop and come in to get their 

children.  As spaces become available, please pull around 

parked, unoccupied cars and move forward to park and 

go in to get your child.
